
 

My Super Sounds and Wow Words  

 
Use the letters in this pot to help me to remember what letters look like and to 
spell words. I will build up my collection of letters over the next few weeks. 
With the letters in this pot, please can you ask me to….  
 

 Sound match: Say the sound made by each letter when you show it to me, and then ask me to 
find you a specific letter when you tell me the sound. 
 

 Air write: Use a magic ‘air pencil’ to write the letter in the air, making sure I form them correctly. 
Use my finger to write the letter on the palm of my hand or on your back and finally use a real 
pencil to write it on a piece of paper. 

 
 Word Build: Challenge me to find letters to build words. Word lists will be provided with each 

new unit of sounds. When I have built the word, get me to read it aloud, by reminding me to ‘Say 
the sounds to read the word.’ 

 
 Play ‘Sound Swap’ with me. For this game, you tell me the start word I need and then ask me to 

change it into another word, as I have to swap letters to build the word. Ask me to ‘Say the 
sounds to read the word’ each time I make a new word.  

 
 Read It: Make me a word using my letter cards and then ask me to read it for you by ‘Saying 

the sounds to read the word.’ I will need to blend the sounds together as I read e.g. c,a,t is 
cat 

 
Tricky Challenge: When I am ready… 

 Ask me to write the words I have spelt for you. I will need to say the sounds aloud as I write 
them. ‘Say the sounds and write the word’ 

 Use the cards to make nonsense words such as amt, bav. 
 Dictate a simple sentence or caption and ask me to write it or write one for me to read to you.
